Center for Design Innovation: Motion data capture, analysis, and visualiz ation  

One of the potentials for developing the TriadÕs creative economy is inherent in CDIÕs emerging 
ÒMoCapÓ capability. Its core will be some recently acquired high-speed video cameras, capable of 
digitally recording dynamic phenomena at rates up to 1,000 times faster than normal consumer-
format cameras. When combined with computer analysis and data visualization techniques, the 
resulting imagery can yield wide-ranging benefits to serve ecological studies, medical research and 
practice, and production of animations and video games.  

Nickolay Hristov and collaborators will share glimpses of captured imagery revealing the spectacular 
properties of champagne corks popping, knives chopping, pizza spinning, eggs splatting and more!
